
 

Push the button with 
the name to talk on 
that channel.  Most 
buttons are set as 
momentary only.  
Certain buttons are 
programmed to be 
locked on by a quick 
tap of the button. 

The “Emergenz” button connects 
you with the emergency 

coordinator person. 

If your panel has a 
“Mic ON” button, 
you can temporarily 
turn off your mic if 
there are a lot of 
channels selected on 
your panel. 

The knob to the 
right of each button 
controls your listen 
volume to that 
channel. 

This is the master 
volume for your 
station 

To use your headset 
the “HS” button 
must be turned on 

The SHIFT button selects a 
second set of buttons for 
your panel.  Most users do 
not use this page and will 
see instructions to go back 
to the main page.

The program button 
has the show audio 
on it.

The <REPLY> button 
will show who is 
calling.

If you already 
have a button for this 
person, <REPLY> 
duplicates it. 

The beltpack 
volume knob is also 
the talk button.  
Press it to talk. 
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
